This notice clarifies the Shell-provided medical evacuation and/or search and rescue (Medevac/SAR) coverage for the 2008 season in the Beaufort and Chukchi Seas offshore from Alaska and westernmost Canada.  Unless specified otherwise, Shell's Medevac/SAR coverage includes, but is not limited to, the areas designated Zone 4, 5, 6, and 7 as depicted on the attached map.  Shell and publicly available Medevac/SAR resources may be available outside of this coverage for much of Alaska's waters. For further information on Medevac/SAR coverage in Zones 1 – 3 please contact Shell AK Aviation (907) 646-7160/61. 

Medevac/SAR coverage is available:

· Eastern half of zone 6 and zone 7: May 20, 2008 to TBD (probably mid-August)
· Zones 4, 5, & western half of zone 6:  July 1, 2008 to TBD (probably mid-October) 

Until reaching Shell's Medevac/SAR coverage area, all vessels transiting from their port of origin or other ports in Alaskan waters shall perform routine marine activities only.  
Shell’s SAR/Medivac coverage is described in the 2008 Emergency Response Plan that includes the “Medical Evacuation Plan (Medevac Plan)" and “Search and Rescue (SAR) Plan.”   These documents are available upon request.
