Information for Personnel Transferring between Vessels

Transfer station Person-In-Charge on each Vessel:

1) Supervises transfer operations.

2)  Provides and collects anti-exposure suits, and PFDs.

Appropriate Footwear is required and must have:

a. Rubber soles

b. Closed toe and heel (No sandals, flip flops etc.)

Shoes with leather soles are prohibited  (example; dress shoes, cowboy boots, etc.)

No baggage or cargo is to be carried by personnel transferring.

Each person to be transferred has the right to refuse the operation without fear of reprisal if conditions are not safe in his/her opinion.
