New regulations for Transportation Worker Identification Credentials effective April 15

New regulations effective April 15, 2009, will require Shell EP contractors to acquire and carry a TWIC card in order to travel to and work unescorted at MTSA regulated facilities. 1= Document contains helpful information but typically requires no action.
