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Scenario Number 1 -Flat Tire on the Interstate

Write a JSA for this scenario. 

Scenario Number 2 - Fishing Trip 

It is a beautiful July 4th morning and your family is anxious for you to take them on a boat ride (and fishing trip) across a local lake in the second-hand boat you have just purchased a few days ago from your neighbor Bob. You know the boat is basically sea-worthy but judging from past unsafe behaviors you have witnessed your neighbor exhibiting, (like never wearing any PPE while doing wood work or weed eating) and the way he keeps his truck, you are unsure of just how well maintained the boat really is.  The boat is a ten-year-old 14’ fiberglass Boston Whaler with a 90 HP Force outboard engine on the back and you have been told it runs really great. You have run the boat in the driveway but you are anxious to try the boat out as well, so you decide to head out to the lake.  

Write a JSA for this scenario.

Scenario Number 3 -Volunteer home repair/cleanup 

You have agreed to be part of a company sponsored volunteer work group to help restore a hurricane damaged home for a low-income elderly couple in an old neighborhood. You have been asked to look over the ongoing work and to be sure that everything is done safely. Work has already been started and a crew of about 12 people is busy as can be getting lots of work accomplished. There is a lot of hustle and bustle, and everyone seems to be working as hard and fast as possible.  

A local church Youth Group has volunteered to help as well with the cleanup and has already purchased a random selection of typical household cleaning supplies at the local supermarket. Among the many products they have purchased are: Lysol, Pine Sol, Clorox bleach, Liquid Plumber, Ammonia, and Mr. Clean. Several plastic cleaning pails are available along with lots of assorted brushes, mops and sponges to go around. The Youth Pastor is combining the cleaners together into a super-cleaning solution and passing it out all around.  

Write a JSA for this scenario.

Scenario Number 4-Thanksgiving Holiday Meal Preparation  

Your spouse’s entire family from out of town is planning to celebrate the Thanksgiving holiday at your home in a week from today. Your brother-in-law is anxious to try out his stainless steel turkey fryer he has just purchased especially for this occasion and plans on setting it up on the back redwood patio deck. Your father-in-law is more traditional and is planning to smoke a turkey on a charcoal turkey smoker.

Scenario Number 5  - Christmas Tree and Decorations 

After years of having an artificial Christmas tree, you have just come home with a“ real” Christmas tree and the kids (or grandkids) are anxious to get started placing the lights and decorations on. As soon as the tree is up, you plan to hang the outdoor decorations around the gutters. Your aunt has also given you a beautiful wreath to hang on the front door, it is made with fresh fir branches wrapped with ribbons and has several wax candles and pine cones attached as well.

Scenario Number 6 – Rabbit Hunting Trip 

You have been asked to coordinate a company sponsored weekend rabbit-hunting trip in North Louisiana for a group of seven college freshmen whose parents work for your company. The hunting camp is about 300 miles away and is very isolated. You have had about 4 weeks to prepare. You will be in charge of making sure everyone gets there and home again alive and safe. About half of the group has never been hunting before. You all arrived the evening before, it is now is the morning of the first day and everyone has just eaten breakfast and they are ready to get started, waiting on your word.
